About Silvia Levenson

Biography

Originally from Buenos Aires, Argentina, Levenson immigrated 

to Italy in 1981, during the "disappearances" of the Dirty War. 

Levenson has had a strong career as an educator, leading work-

shops and courses at glass programs and museums in Scotland, 

Australia, Germany, Italy, Argentina and the United States. The 

artist has maintained a long working relationship with Portland's 

Bullseye glass factory, having taken part in numerous residencies 

and teaching programs since the late 1980s.

Career Highlights

In 2004 Levenson received the Rakow Commission award 

from the Corning Museum of Glass in Corning, NY. She was a 

shortlisted finalist for the 2008 Bombay Sapphire Prize. Her work 

is in public collections around the world, including the Corning 

Museum of Glass (US), the Museum of Fine Arts, Houston (US), 

the Museo del Vetro (Italy), the Glasmuseet Ebeltoft (Denmark), 

the Ernsting Glass Collection, (Germany) and the Musée-Atelier 

du Verre de Sars-Poteries (France).

"By transforming the gallery into a house, I confront 
my own expectations of happiness and safety. In this 
body of work, I create a frozen domesticity, exploring 
the structures and layers of daily life. Visitors become 
voyeurs. I show what usually is hidden. I say aloud 
what usually is whispered."
